Students participating in the project will benefit from the following:

· Achieving an NVQ (or equivalent) Level 1 or 2 qualification in an area of their choice.  This will involve participating in work experience 3 days a month and spending 1 day a month with us to build their NVQ portfolio.

· Achieving the Skills for Life Level 1 Literacy or Numeracy qualification (NVQ Level 1 students only).  

· 3 days of summer activities.

· A ‘What’s Next?’ event in May 2008.

· Taster Days – this is a taster of a certain career, e.g. mechanics or hairdressing, and will take place at a variety of venues including employers’ premises, Further Education colleges and work based training providers.

· Interview Training – this is a training session on CVs, application forms and interviews.  Some students may also have the opportunity to participate in a practice interview with a local employer.

· Skills for Life Challenge Days – students will develop/enhance skills required in the work place such as teamwork, communication, planning and problem solving (to name but a few) by undertaking a range of practical problem solving activities.  

· A Sector Specific Challenge Day – related to their NVQ.

All that is required of your son/daughter is that they are committed to the project for the full two years, as places on the project are very limited.

We will of course keep you updated on your son/daughters progress throughout the programme.
