Criteria
Key Stage 4 students at risk of entering the NEET (Not in Employment Education or Training) group at age 16.

Potential NEETS are more likely to:

· Be from lower socio-economic backgrounds 

· Have low educational achievement 

· Have some form of disability 

· Live away from their parents home 

· Have dependent children 

· Be from a minority ethnic background

Students at risk of entering the NEET group at 16 and likely to display one or more of the following characteristics:

· Disorganised lifestyle

· Lack of motivation

· Poor basic skills

· Low self-esteem and/or confidence

· Emotional difficulties

· Teenage parents

· Substance abusers

· Children in public care and care leavers

· Disadvantaged groups

· Young carers
