	2 The Tower Hamlets Enterprise Learning Pathfinder (including Swanlea) began in September 2003 and has run for the past two years. - Our Pathfinder in Tower Hamlets has had a number of key objectives and attributes which we believe have set it apart: Firstly, our focus on ‘Enterprise Learning on Demand’ enables other schools and colleges access to our course materials, teacher and student notes, texts, videos etc from anywhere where internet access is available by visiting www.eod.org.uk.

We have also developed a video showcasing the work that has been undertaken, including interviews with teachers and our business partners. You can order a copy of this video from THEBP by using the 'Contact Us' facility on this web site. 

1. There is a very strong cross-curriculum emphasis in our projects. Thus we have run and continue to develop enterprise learning activities in subject areas such as Performing Arts, PSHE, Citizenship, PE, Science, Mathematics, English, Art and Humanities, Manufacturing, Technology, ICT and Business Studies. 

2. Our programme has been developed across all year groups, from year 7 to year 13, and elements of the programme have been developed and used at six schools in Tower Hamlets - Swanlea B&E, Mulberry Girls, Bethnal Green Technology College, Central Foundation Girls, Stepney Green Boys and Bow Boys. Thus our programmes have been used in a variety of schools in different circumstances and students across Tower Hamlets have been introduced to the concepts of enterprise learning.

We have made use of materials and products which have already been developed, where applicable. We have worked with Young Enterprise (http://www.young-enterprise.org.uk/), the Network For Teaching

	5 The Patent Office unveiled the much awaited electronic version of THINK kit® . The launch incorporated students from Writhlington School based in Radstock near Bath putting the format through its paces. This exciting initiative is very much in line with the recommendations of the recent Gowers Review of Intellectual Property, published last December.

A number of well known names including Simon Woodroffe of Yo!® Sushi, Doug Richard of Dragon’s Den, David Arnold best known for scoring four James Bond films and Paul Lisberg of Phonogenic have recorded podcast’s for THINK kit® in which they highlight the importance of IP to their business. It also features a video of students from Rugby school who have developed an innovative hole punch combined with a folder. James Fox, Head of Business & Enterprise at Writhlington School said: "Here at Writhlington Business School we have recently piloted the digital THINK kit® provided by the Patent Office which is part of the DTI.

The kit was a huge success and both staff and students gave it a big thumbs up. It enables the complex and potentially dry subject of intellectual property rights to come alive in an exiting and interactive way, allowing students to enhance their knowledge about this vital aspect of business.

Another important benefit of the digital THINK kit® is detailed lesson plans and case studies provided for the teachers which is an enormous time saver.

Writhlington Business & Enterprise School is now acting as an ambassador for this resource. Dave Morgan, Education & Enterprise Support Manager said: “This is a natural next step for us to move to an electronic media to further promote this highly successful resource. This version will reinforce and promote the value and relevance of IP in enterprise to students”.

The content of the new digital THINK kit® aligns itself more closely with the National Curriculum and draws on a number of innovative methods of inter action. The key message to students is that businesses who adopt robust IP strategies will benefit from doing so.

 Note- The THINK kit resource was developed in 2003 and since its launch the resource has gone from strength to strength. The most recent version has found placement in 82% of secondary schools.

5. The new electronic version is:-
a. More closely aligned with the National Curriculum, b. Available in DVD format and suitable for use in inter active white boards, c. Includes innovative resource including sound casts of high profile entrepreneurs from all areas, d. Video footage of students, e. Allows a great deal of flexibility in use, f. Material available for down load 

6. The THINK kit® is an important tool in helping students gain an essential understanding and value to society of Intellectual property. 
7. Intellectual Property (IP) is important to the curriculum, with students having at least 5 days of enterprise tuition every year. Think kit® is a free educational resource aimed at key stage 4 students, although it can also be used for other age groups.
